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Here are a few suggestions to keep your orchids
healthy this winter

e If you are a windowsill grower, the light will be entirely different at this time of year. As-
sess it carefully and make any necessary adjustments. A south window may be brighter due to
bare trees and the sun being lower in the sky. Watch for sunburn and move plants back from
the window or add a sheer curtain to cut down the light.

e Shorter days and gloomy weather in many parts of the country can cause plants to produce
soft growths that are more susceptible to pests and disease. Some orchids will not flower if
they do not receive enough light. If necessary, use a growlight on a timer to provide addition-
al light in winter.

e Orchids grow more slowly in winter and will need less water and fertilizer. Most growers
cut their fertilizer back to twice a month at half strength. Monitor orchids to keep them at
their proper moisture level for their type. Generally, orchids will need about half as much
water in winter as they do in summer. Some orchids must have a dry winter rest in order to
flower.

e The loss of humidity as a result of forced air heating can take its toll on your orchids. Remem-
ber, most orchids grow optimally with 60-75% humidity. If your home is especially dry, and you
will know by the way your own skin reacts to winter, provide extra humidity for your orchids. A
tried and true method is to set orchid pots on trays of pebbles that are filled with water; just
make sure your plant is not setting in the water. Misting a couple times a day can also help.

e Winter is cold, so protect plants from drafts. If buds start falling off of
a Phalaenopsis infloresence the first thing to suspect is a drafty window. Do not put plants close

enough to a window to touch the glass!
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Snalils & Slugs

While the holiday season is a time for cheer, in some parts of the country it also
signals an increase in mollusk activity. Both slugs and snails can be bothersome
pests to the orchid hobbyist and require diligence to control. There are a number
of species of both that are of particular concern to us. Some of the more common
are the orchid or bush snails (Zonitoides arboreus), the brown garden snail (Helix
aspersa), the field slug (Deroceras reticulatum) and the marsh slug (Deroceras
laeve). The Pacific Northwest has the mighty Banana Slug (Ariolimax sp.) which
some say, can be as large as its namesake. Both slugs and snails are gastropods and
closely related to clams and other ocean-dwelling mollusks. While humans have
always treasured certain seashells for their beauty, snails are not welcome in or-
chid collections. Slugs are snails without shells (or have only vestigial shells) and
because of their copious slime, and lack of a decorative shell, have more of a
grossness factor than their somewhat decorative snail cousins. Picking up a snail by
the shell is one thing, but most mortals shy away from touching slugs.

Unless you check your plants early in the morn-
ing, you may not even see these pests. Slugs and
snails feed mainly at night, or on dark days.
While these denizens of the dark may be shy to
the eye, their damage is easier to spot. If you find irregular holes with smooth edg-
es in leaves and flowers you should suspect slugs or snails as the culprit. If you find
the telltale silvery "slime trail" on plant parts, pots or benches, you can be sure
that you have a snail or slug problem. While it is annoying to have flowers or
leaves chewed on, snails and slugs may do their most damage to orchid roots, and |
occasionally new growths. A plant that cannot sustain growth due to hungry gastro-
pods will decline and eventually die. The tiny bush snail is a particular menace.
Because of its small size (about % inch diameter) it can hide in the top layer of
potting media by day, and destroy root tips by night (photo below).

These creatures are hermaphroditic, so every individual has both male and female
organs and is capable of laying eggs. This means that you cannot affect control by
targeting reproducing females, you need to control the whole population. The first
step toward this goal is to eliminate hiding places. These would typically be places
where a surface meets the earth, like a board laying on the damp ground, a door-
mat, etc. Stacks of pots under a bench are another example of a preferred hiding
place.
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The tried and true method of drowning snails or slugs in
trays of beer is somewhat useful providing that it is im-
plemented properly. Six or eight ounce plastic containers
such as yogurt cups are a good size. The edge of the con-
tainer should be level with the surface that the mollusks
are suspected of traveling on. If you are trying to catch
them on the ground, you will need to bury the container
up to its edge. Fill the cup halfway with beer and check
daily for drowned snails or slugs. The advantage to this
method is that filling the yogurt cup halfway leaves about
half of a 12-0z. can of beer for the orchidist. Better buy a
six-pack for total greenhouse control.

Banding the legs of benches with copper tape will keep
snails and slugs from crossing the barrier. It will not elimi-
nate them though. Another barrier method involves sprin-
kling diatomaceous earth or wood ashes on benches and

in or around pots. The abrasive nature of the powders injures the pests and they eventually die. The materials will
not hurt your orchids and if anything, may be beneficial. On that basis alone, these may be a more effective way of
controlling bush snails at the media surface of pots. The disadvantage is that the powders wash away at the first wa-
tering.

Baits formulated with metaldehyde have long been an
effective way to eliminate the pests. However, they are
particularly poisonous to dogs and cats and other warm-
blooded beings. The pellet form is especially attractive to
dogs. Also, most metaldehyde baits break down rapidly
when exposed to water. Other baits made using iron phos-
phate (Sluggo and Escar-Go) have the advantage of being
safe for use around children, domestic animals, birds,
fish, and other wildlife, making them a good choice for

" home greenhouses or basement growlight setups where all
£ members of the family are allowed entry.

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Orchid Tip...

If you are running out of room in your orchid growing
area, you can add bench space using vinyl gutter
available at home improvement stores. Use the
brackets made specifically for supporting the gutter
and place them every three feet or so. The brackets
can be attached to the sides of wooden benches or
greenhouse studs. By using closed ends and a
downspout, vinyl gutter makes a perfect indoor solu-
tion for holding a row of 4-inch pots. Just set the
drain-spout to drain into a bucket that can be easily
emptied.

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First Orchid Fossil Found in Amber

August 29, 2007—~For this ancient bee, carrying a flower into the afterlife allowed it to deliver a
rare gift to today's biologists. The extinct species of stingless bee was found encased in amber
with a well-preserved part of an ancient orchid attached to its back. The amber, dug up in a mine
in the Dominican Republic, is 10 million to 15 million years old. The pollen-bearing package repre-
sents the first known fossil of an orchid, researchers say. Orchids are the most diverse flowering
plants on Earth, with more than 20,000 known species But until now the flowers have been
absent from the fossil record.

In a paper describing the find in tomorrow's issue of the journal Nature, Santiago R. Ramirez of
Harvard University and colleagues note that the fossil flower, called Meliorchis caribea, belongs to a
living group of orchids called Goodyerinae.

In addition to shedding new light on the orchid family tree, the find provides "an unprecedented
direct fossil observation of a plant-pollinator interaction,” the team writes.

For example, when bees visit living members of Goodyerinae, the pollen parts become stuck to
their mouths as they take nectar from the lip of the flower. But the fossil pollen was found stuck to
the ancient bee's back.

"This indicates that the flower of M. caribea was gullet-shaped,” the researchers write. "The anterior
part of the bee would have had to enter the flower completely."

At the Trustees’ Meeting in San Antonio last month, it was announced that the sale of headquarters of the
American Orchid Society was approved and closing on the sale will be the end of November 2011. The
Sandra C. Slomin Foundation and Family Center for Autism and Related Disabilities is purchasing the site to
use as a day care facility and eventually a private elementary school to serve children with autism and relat-
ed disabilities. The Board of Trustees also approved the process to enter into negotiations for a strategic
partnership with Fairchild Tropical Botanical Gardens in Coral Gables, Florida. The move, if an acceptable
partnership is approved, should be completed by the end of the first quarter 2012.

The Trustees also approved the Library Committee’s report which gave the Committee the direction to thor-
oughly inventory the extensive art collection, rare books and manuscripts and archives of the American Or-
chid Society in anticipation of its headquarter change. The Library Committee has the authority to deter-
mine which items will remain property of AOS and the disposition of those items that will not be retained.

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The American Orchid Society is moving its headquarters — and its renowned orchid collection — to Fairchild Tropical

Botanic Garden in Coral Gables.

An orchid invasion is coming to Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden.

On Wednesday, the Coral Gables institution announced that the 90-year-old American Orchid
Society is relocating its international headquarters from Delray Beach to Coral Gables.

The society’s move, expected to be completed by the end of March, comes with more than
15,000 varieties of orchids that will find new homes in trees and special sections of Fairchild.
The most rare orchids and some others will be housed in the new Science Village, which is set
to open in a year. The society has been in its current location since 2001.

Bruce Greer, president of Fairchild’s Board of Trustees, said he proposed the move two years
ago and has been in discussions with the society since that time. The addition of the society
elevates Fairchild’s international reputation, he said.

“People will be coming here every day to see the orchids,” he said. “It’s a major, major, major

deal.”

Both groups will remain independent; they will share administrative space in Fairchild’s corpo-
rate offices. The 83-acre botanic garden in Coral Gables gets more than 300,000 visitors a year

and boasts 45,000 members, Greer said. The American Orchid Society has more than 10,000
members.

“The missions of AOS and Fairchild Garden are perfectly aligned,” Ron McHatton, the socie-
ty’s chief operating officer, said in a statement. “With Fairchild’s international reputation, we

have found a financially strong, solid strategic partner equally focused on horticulture, educa-
tion and conservation.”
