Dear COS members,  

òǘƻƻ ƳǳŎƘ ƻŦ ŀ ƎƻƻŘ ǘƘƛƴƎ Ŏŀƴ ōŜ ōŀŘ ŦƻǊ ƻǘƘŜǊǎέ, this is the case of the rain in the last few days.  So you have 

to become a good òǾƛƎƛƭŀƴǘŜò of your orchids and really look at them every day.  If you did not use Algazide at 
20% from Home Depot already apply some as soon as possible to prevent rot.   Use one or two teaspoonful per 

gallon of water.  If you see any sign of black rot, separate your plant into the òLƴǘŜƴǎƛǾŜ /ŀǊŜò section of your 

growing area.  Cut all the dark parts, spray your orchids with a fungicide, and sprinkle cinnamon powder where 
you made the cuts.  Be sure that you put your orchid where there is a lot of moving air place and sterilize your clip-
pers when you finish.  Use disposable gloves so you do not reuse the gloves when finished with this work.  You 
will need to monitor the progress of your application daily.  To learn about which kind of fungicide will do the job, 
see Dr. Motesõs book. Another problem we get with too much rain is snails.  I use Death-Line which is small blue 
chunks that you can be spread around your pots, around the legs of your benches, you can even put it inside you 
pots, and it will not harm your orchids. Some people use other products that you can buy at Home Depot that are 
cheaper but not as effective also rainwater will dissolve them, something that does not happen with Death-Line.  
Be careful using this if you have pets. 

These recommendations that I mentioned here are product of practice and experience with my own orchids. 

Good luck with your orchid in this raining season but the best prevention is your eyes watching your orchids daily.  

Last month we had a wonderful speaker Adrian Hunsberger that gave you many ideas on how to grow healthy or-
chids. 

This month we will have a real good friend of COS for many years, Chuck McCarty.  He was an editor of AOS 
Bulletin, Orchids magazine, he has also written articles for The Orchid Digest, Britain's Orchid Review and other natural 
history-related magazines. His most recent piece was on alien orchids naturalizing in South Florida, which ap-
peared in the October issue of Orchids magazine.  It is this article that inspires Chuck to prepare this presentation; 
this will be his òpremier presentation.ó First seen and heard right here at COS.   You can always count on COS to see 
the best, the latest and the most creative programs all prepared with you in mind.

òEndangered Epiphytic Orchids of Southern Floridaó 

By Chuck McCartney 

 

 

A fourth-generation South Floridian, Chuck McCartney was raised in Homestead, where his family grew up with 
three generations of  the orchid-growing Fuchs family. Orchids ð including several of  our native species ð are the 
first flowers he remembers as a child, and he has been fascinated with them ever since. 

     Chuck graduated from Florida State University in 1969 with a bachelorõs degree in English education. He 
taught English at Miami Central High School for two years before joining the South Dade News Leader in Home-
stead as a staff writer covering such subjects as religion, history, agriculture, and the environment. In 1976, he 
moved to Broward County, where he first served as copy editor and garden editor for The Sun-Tattler, then a 
Scripps-Howard daily newspaper in Hollywood. He later was named the paperõs entertainment editor, and in that 
position, he reviewed films and stage plays and interviewed celebrities. 

     In 1984, Chuck joined the staff of the American Orchid Society as assistant editor of the societyõs publications 
when the organization moved its national headquarters to West Palm Beach. He eventually became editor of the 
AOS Bulletin (now Orchids magazine) and the Awards Quarterly, where his journalistic skills and knowledge of or-
chids helped to improve the look and contents of those publications. 

     For nearly 19 years, Chuck worked as a copy editor with the Broward Edition of The Miami Herald until his po-
sition fell victim to the budget ax in April of 2009 as newspapers around the county continued to downsize. 

     Chuck has written extensively about orchids for such publications as the AOS Bulletin (and later Orchids maga-
zine), The Florida Orchidist, The Orchid Digest, Englandõs Orchid Review, the Fairchild Tropical Garden Bulletin, and The 
Palmetto, the magazine of the Florida Native Plant Society. 

     His most recent piece was an article on alien orchids invading South Florida, which appeared in the October 
issue of Orchids magazine. 

     Chuckõs special interest is the native orchids of southern Florida. For 30 years, he has followed in the footsteps of Dr. Carlyle A. 
Luer, author of The Native Orchids of Florida, exploring the pinelands, hammocks, swamps and mangrove forests of the 
Keys, Everglades National Park and the Big Cypress Swamp in search of our native orchids. He has found and photographed most of 
the 60 species reported to be native to this end of the state. 

     Chuck also has studied orchids and other wildflowers in the mountains of western North Carolina, where he 
owns a small summer cabin. He also has written about the orchids of that region. 

     In addition to his magazine articles, Chuck speaks frequently to orchid societies, garden clubs, native plant soci-
eties, and natural history groups about the orchids and other wildflowers of South Florida and the Southern Appa-
lachians, illustrating these programs with his color slides. 

     Chuck has been a member of the American Orchid Society since 1976 and is a longtime member of the Florida 
Native Plant Society. 

This Months Speaker Will Be -  
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Encyclia of  the Month 
 

Prostechea cochleata, is an epiphytic plant.  The species originated in 

the West Indies.  Its plants can be found in Central America, Venezuela, Co-
lombia and the Antilles.   

The leaves are erect and linear-lancelet shaped, up to 30 cm long and up to 
3.8 cm wide.  The inflorescence is a raceme bearing six to ten flowers.   The 
sepals and petals are arcuate, tapered, and curling at the apeces.  The flowers 
are greenish-cream and are spotted with purple basically.  There is variability 
in the coloration of  some cochleatas, which is called the alba form.  The size 
of  the flower varies considerably according to its habitat - those from shad-
ed, moist areas being larger than those from drier areas. 

The plant is very easy to grow.  It blooms year-round.  It is a sequential 
bloomer - that means that it keeps blooming in the same spike over and over 
again.  It needs to grow and bloom in bright light, but not in direct sunlight. 

I grow mine in clay pots, using as a medium a mixture of  aliflor, charcoal 
and sponge rocks.

In 1928, Farmer John Trott of Corrigin, unearthed the first specimens of Rhizenthella gardneri when ploughing new 
land that had been previously rolled and burnt. He took the specimen to Charles Gardner, the Government Bota-
nist, who, in turn, forwarded them onto Dr. Sanders Rodgers who named the species in Gardners honour. 

As the common name implies, the species spends most of its life cycle underground, growing in association with, 
and close to Melaleuca uncinata, that sheds its leaves to produce thick layers of leaf mould. 

The developing capitulum of tiny, crowded orchids, are exposed when the floral bracts expand and, occasionally 
push through the leaf mould, allowing light, and presumably pollinators to enter. Since the first finds, just six con-
firmed sightings were made in Corrigin - Babakin areas. 

A breakthrough occured in 1979 when farmer John McGuiness of Munglinup, East of Ravensthorp, turned over a 
Malley root and found an orchid under it. Research then and again in1980 produced a total of 26 specimens. 

Further collections were made at the Oldfield locations, with another 9 plants sighted . Finance was made available 
for research from the World Wildlife Fund, resulting in a well organized research program led by Kings Park re-
search scientists and assisted by the members of the Western Australian Native Orchid Study Group. Around 150 
sightings were made and as a result of this and ongoing research, the knowledge of the biology of Rhizanthella gard-
nerihas been greatly advanced. 

Rhizanthella gardneri are unusual in other ways amongst the orchid family. The flowers are produced in a capitulum, 
which appears to be one large flower but on closer examination, proves to be a whole group of small flowers 
grouped together within a series of bracts which gives the appearance of being a single flower.

Simple, safe pesticides   
  

  

1. 70% isopropyl alcohol.   

  

  
2.4 cups of water,  one and 1/4 cup isopropyl alcohol, 3 Tbsp. Formula 409. Spray, and then brush them away with a tooth-

brush.   

  

  
3. You may substitute 3 Tbsp. Simple Green for Formula 409 in the above.   

  

  

4. For Mouse Milk, in a one -gallon jug, use 1 Pint of isopropyl alcohol, 2 Tbsp. antibacterial soap, 2 Tbsp. light vegetable oil  and 

fill with water.   
  

  

5. Remember, adult insects lay eggs that hatch in 7 to 10 days. Apply pesticide 3 times, at 7 day intervals.   

  

  
6. Roach/ant bait: Melt 1 lb. wax; add 12 oz. Boric Acid, 1 cup sugar. Let it harden & cut into small squares.   

 

Cinnamon as a Fungicide   

  

  

I. Dust it on an open plant wound, i.e., broken leaf or stem, or area where you made a cut on the plant.   
  

  

2. Mix it with cooking oil to form a paste. Pat it on the open plant wound.   

  

  
3. Mix 2 Tbsp. with one pint isopropyl alcohol. Shake well, cover it, and let it stand overnight Filter it through a coffee f ilt er. Use 

as an all -purpose fungicide spray   

  

  
4. Combine I cup water with one cup of cinnamon/alcohol mix. Add 2 Tbsp. of dishwater detergent. Use as a combination fungi-

cide/insecticide spray.

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July/August Checklist from the American Orchid Society

Cattleya  

Cattleyas this month require careful attention to their watering and fertilizing needs owing to characteristi-cally high 

temperatures. Evaporative cooling is a must in areas of the country where it is effective. Where it is not (the more 

humid regions), care needs to be paid to proper venting to keep temperatures within reason. Bottom vents in con-

junction with top vents provide enough rising airflow to help keep plants cool. Increased air flow lessens humidity 

and dries plants out more quickly, necessitating more frequent damping down and watering, in areas where high 

humidity is not a problem. Higher light and heat indicate more fertilizer. The growths your plants are making now 

are the source of this autumn, winter and spring's blooms, so applying adequate fertilizer this month is the best way 

to ensure future blooms. Higher temperatures and humidity may also lead to fungal or bacterial rot problems, so it is 

important to closely observe your plants for any early indi-cation of problems. Pests are also at a high point this 

month for the same reason.  

Paphiopedilum  

Cooling and air circulation are especially critical in these two months to prevent stress and avoid disease problems. 

Watering needs to be closely monitored to ensure that plants do not dry out. Warmer-growing hy-brids will be at the 

peak of their blooming, with attention needing to be paid to staking of spikes. Look for wa-ter lodging in growths, 

which can rot emerging spikes and lead to the loss of the entire growth.  

Oncidium intergenerics  

Many of the intergeneric crosses between odontoglossums and oncidi-ums, such as Odontocidium, Wilsonara and 

Colmanara, will be blooming now. Take special care to train the spikes for best floral display. Keep plants under 

fairly shady conditions. Watch for snails and slugs.  

Vandaceous  

Plants will be growing quickly now and really enjoying the hot humid days so similar to their native habitat. Watch 

for pests though, as many of these also enjoy the same conditions as the plants. Check flower spikes so that they

3. Watch for Thrips when rain has been sparse for several 

days  

4. Finish top cutting and planting of vandaceous genera  

5. Be sure to space plants and trim trees.  

6. Apply snail bait after the next rain.
